Skatepark 

Conduct and Safety Rules 
 

 
 
1. No one under the age of six (6) years shall be allowed into the skating area of the Park. 
 
2. All participants under the age of 16 must wear full safety gear, including but not limited to, a 

helmet, elbow and knee pads.   All participants 16 years old and older must wear a helmet, 
but wearing of elbow and knee pads are optional.  Those participants have been fully advised 
that wearing of elbow and knee pads will enhance safety and that if they fail to wear pads 
they are substantially increasing their risk of injury. 

 
3. Participants under the age of 18 must have their parent(s) or legal guardian(s) sign the waiver, 

in the presence of a Plex employee or a notary public.  (There are no exceptions to this rule) 
 
4. All participants must skate/ride safely at all times and avoid collisions with other participants.  

Fighting or other aggressive or disruptive behavior will result in immediate ejection from the 
park. 

 
5. Absolutely no food, or drink (including gum) may be brought into the skate park and 

participants may only consume food and drink in the designated areas.  Non skate/rider 
equipment or gear, and any other items, must be stored in locations outside the skate area. 

 
6. Smoking is prohibited in this facility. 
 
7. No contests of any sort are allowed in the Park unless organized and run by the Park itself. 
 
8. The Park reserves the right to terminate any membership at any time, and to eject anyone at 

any time for any reason. 
 
9. Shirts and shoes must be worn at all times while in the Skate Park. 
 
10. Although the park is monitored by the attendant in the shop and/or a skate guard, it is 

impossible to monitor the flow, traffic and behavior of the participants in every area of the 
park at all times.  Ultimate responsibility for the smooth flow of skateboards and rollerblades, 
and a safe environment, relies on strict adherence to the above rules by participants.  
Violation of these rules should immediately be reported to the attendant at the front desk 
and/or skate guard.  Anyone caught violating these rules will be immediately ejected from the 
park.
